INSTRUCTIONS

Step 1: Layout your ROCOCO GOLD AMBER CHAIN
(BN20177-107) flat on your work surface. Detachthe
three large, flat-hammered links and the 1.5” from the
chain on the left hand side, above the amber-colored con-
nector. Detach 3 small links from the 1.5” small chain. I
use two needle-nose pliers to hold a link and gently twist
until it opens enough to detach.

Step 2: Open one of the three large flat-hammered links
of the chain that were detached in Step 1 and attach it
onto the ROCOCO GOLD RECTANGLE LOCKET (BN20124-
107). Use this flat-hammered link to attach the locket to
the bottom strand of the ROCOCO GOLD AMBER CHAIN
(BN20177-107) creating your focal point pendant.

Step 3: Remove the sapphire pendant from the ROCOCO
GOLD SAPPHIRE CHAIN (BN20178-107) and save for
another beautiful project. Determine the center point of
the chain and open up two of the rectangle shaped links
so you have two even halves. Remove one of the double
links from the end of this chain to use as a jump ring in
the next step.

Step 4: On the left-hand side of ROCOCO GOLD AMBER
CHAIN (BN20177-107) attach the rectangle-shaped link
from Step 3 onto the amber-colored connector. Connect
the ruby charm from the ROCOCO GOLD CHARM SET
(BN20160-107) to this link.

Step 5: Attach the remaining two large flat-hammered
links from Step 1 onto the ruby charm. Connect the three
remaining links from the small chain from Step 1 to the
flat-hammered links.

Step 6: Attach a round jump ring from the JUMP RINGS/
JEWELED HEADPINS/EAR WIRE PACK (#BN20161-123)
to the ROCOCO GOLD AMBER CHAIN (BN20177-107).
Connect the two equal halves of ROCOCO GOLD SAPPHIRE
CHAIN (BN20178-107) you created in step 3 to these
round jump rings.

Step 7: Create the flower toggle. Using your JEWELED
HEADPINS (BN20161-123), start to assemble the interior
petals of the flower by threading the jeweled headpin
through various sizes of bead caps. Once your flower is
assembled, use the cutters to snip off the excess wire from
the headpin (it will be about %2”). Form a loop with the
needle-nose pliers. Attach your finished flower to one end
of the necklace.

Step 8: Make a chain loop to slip the flower through,
forming your finished clasp. Using the 1.5” of the smaller
chain from step 1, attach the smaller size chain onto the
other end of your necklace by opening up the last link and
attaching on both ends of the 1.5” chain.
